CHILDREN AND PARENTAL BEHAVIOUR

As we approach the end of the term, the children are becoming very tired, having worked so hard
all year and the hot sunny weather is also sapping energy and tolerance levels. Consequently, the
children are becoming more short-tempered with each other and over the last few weeks we have
had more squabbles and minor incidents in school than we have had for a long time.

Often, children go home and tell parents only their side of the story. Parents then understandably
get cross, come in and talk angrily to their child’s class teacher. On most occasions, the children
have not even told their class teacher or a meal supervisor and very often, have not told their parent
about their own role in the incident. In most incidents, there is normally more than one child at
fault.

On a few occasions, parents have actually gone up to child in the playground to try to deal with
situations themselves or have spoken directly to the other parent. Both of these actions are against
school policy which is clearly outlined in our School Handbook. Please also remember: If your child
has not told us about an incident, then we can not have done anything about it!

I cannot stress enough the importance of following the following procedures:
» if your child tells you about an incident, please listen carefully and insist that your child
tells you about their part in the incident;

* please then talk calmly to your child’s class teacher, or to myself or Miss Hayward and we
will investigate the matter within school, talking to all of the children involved and feed
back to you in full;

» appropriate sanctions will then be given where a child has done the wrong thing;
* the relationship/situation between the children involved will then be closely monitored.

It is not the place of parents to take action themselves and will not be tolerated. In certain
circumstances, it can result in parents being barred from the school premises. The Governing
Body will be informed termly of any instances of inappropriate parental behaviour.

In order to keep our school as happy as possible, we do expect parents to take responsibility for
their children’s actions and we work closely with families where there are significant problems. We
expect all parents to regularly reinforce their own expectations that their children behave
appropriately at school, in order to meet the high expectations that we set. If you would like help to
improve your child’s behaviour at home and/or at school, please come and speak to myself or Miss
Hayward and we will be only too pleased to help.
